
Family Discipleship Questions: Background Bible Bnowledge 

1) Ask your student what games they played over the past two weeks.  

2) What have you learned about studying the Bible? 

3) How did the games that you played connect to what you have been talking 

about? 

4) What are the different types of context and why are they important? 

5) What does it mean to love the Word of God? 

6) Why should we talk to others about what we are reading and studying in the 

Bible? 

7) Ask your student what they have been reading in the Bible. If they aren’t 

reading consistently, I encourage you to start a family reading plan that can 

be found on the website under the family discipleship tab (or from the red 

RSM folder in front of Gannon’s office or attached on the back of this sheet). 

If you are reading the same passages together, you can much more easily talk 

about what you have learned together.
