What do I do???                                              
Here it is!  

 Step by step… 

 
1. Read through ALL policies. 
2. Register by filling out the consignor’s 

agreement on the church’s website 
(www.cornerstonemaiden.com). You will then 
be assigned a consignor number, drop-off time, 
and work time by email.  

3. Tag your items!  Clothing should have tags 
placed on the right side of the chest as you look 
at the front.  (See example below.)  

 
 

 
 
 
 
 
Consignment Sale Policies … 

 A minimum of 20 items or $30 in merchandise is 
required to participant in the sale.  You may 
consign any season of clothing.  

 All items must have tags fastened with safety 
pins. Please use the consignor tags that are 
provided for all items. 

 All items should be priced in half or whole 

dollar amounts. 

 Clothes must be easily identified, numbered, 

and sized. (PLEASE MAKE SURE TO HAVE YOUR 

CONSIGNOR NUMBER AND PRICE ON THE TOP 

AND BOTTOM PORTION OF YOUR TAGS.) 

 All consignors are required to volunteer for the 

sale by helping set up, clean up, or work during 

the sale. 

 All clothing, linens, and shoes must be CLEAN 

(no stains or tears) and on hangers where 

applicable.  The consignment committee 

reserves the right to exclude any items that are 

stained or dirty. 

 Toys and Equipment such as swings, strollers, 

car seats, etc., must be in working condition and 

clean. Dirty or broken items will be excluded 

from the sale at the discretion of the 

consignment committee.   

 Working batteries must be in items requiring 

them. 

 If any items (shirts, toys, books, etc.) do not 

honor God they will be excluded from the sale.  

 Please use strong packing tape to secure 

toys/equipment with multiple pieces together 

and tape the tag to the item. 

 Place smaller toys with multiple items and 

shoes (one pair per bag) in a Ziploc bag and 

place tag inside bag so that it’s visible. 

 Cornerstone Church is not responsible for any 

lost or stolen items during the sale. 

 IF YOU DO NOT WISH FOR YOUR ITEM TO BE 

REDUCED TO ½ PRICE YOU MUST WRITE “NR” 

IN RED INK ON BOTH THE TOP AND BOTTOM 

PORTIONS OF THE TAG! 

What NOT to bring… 

 Underclothes & Diapers (unless unopened 
and in original package) 

 Pacifiers or Bottle Nipples (unless unopened 
and in original package) 

 Stuffed animals 
 Car seats over 5 years old; Booster seats 

more than 8 years old 
 Items recalled from retail stores due to 

safety concerns
